It was noted that Peter Leeke and Tim Clarke are now qualified Phase 1 Instructors.

The format of the next league will be a YAC Singles league run alongside the YBC Doubles League, with three bowlers to a lane (One YAC, Two Juniors). The starting age for bowlers to the YAC league would be when they are 16 at the beginning of a season until they are 24. This was proposed by Tim Clarke and seconded by Peter Leeke, and the motion was carried. The changes to the league are due to the number of bowlers whom have dropped out in the last season. 

It was agreed that a specific coaching week will be held on the basis of once a month.

Sponsorship. There is a need to raise money for the YBC funds, mainly looking towards companies for sponsorship. Bowlplex finished their sponsorship with the YBC last year. An enquiry was made to the company for future sponsorship and this was declined. Glyn Turley will be in charge of sponsorship and fund-raising and should be contacted with information of companies who are potentially interested in sponsoring the YBC.

Subs: Costs towards the new YBC shirts and future BTBA Cards will be covered by bowlers and the option of paying in instalments through increased subs is available (Price to be decided). This was proposed by Mary De Tute and seconded by Michael Rich, and the motion was carried.

The YBC have paid for the BTBA Membership Cards 2003/4. Some bowlers have already paid for their cards and a refund will be made (£7.50).

A donation will be made from the accounts of the YBC to cover some of the expenditure for the Junior National Championships 2004. This amount is to cover accommodation and travel. It was said that in future, any YBC funding towards tournaments should be agreed on before the tournament is entered.

The Tunbridge Wells Website (http://www.tunbridgewellsybc.co.uk) has been running for over a year and a request was made by Tim Clarke for £25 towards a programme needed to run it. This was agreed on and the amount will be reimbursed.

The new league is to commence on the 22nd May 2004 in its new format.

On the last Saturday of each month, after the YBC, there will be a short meeting, if required, to discuss any issues surrounding the YBC.
